MEASURING PROGRESS

focus on fluency, accuracy, clarity, interest, and confidence

these are best measured through regular student reflection with teacher guidance

group feedback notes sent to students after each lesson

Friday review lessons include time to complete personal self-assessment surveys and 1-1 tutorials

completed self-assessment surveys retained by students and Kaplan to help track progress

Friday presentations are recorded and retained by students and Kaplan to help track progress
